For decades, Chamberlin was a
ceramic tile maker and installer for kitchens,
bathrooms, and fireplaces for clients around
Rhode Island. These skills translated well to his
newer passion, quilt making. Since learning how
to quilt, Chamberlin has completed more than
100 pieces that have been donated to Child
Family Services (CFS) of Rl — who then distribute
the quilts to foster children and youth across the
state.
